The Institute will offer up to five summer research fellowships to Ph.D. students who are preparing 

dissertation proposals or are engaged in dissertation research related to its broad intellectual mission. 

These fellowships will provide up to $4000 to cover expenses directly related to dissertation research. 

Any student in a Ph.D. program in the Arts and Sciences who has completed his/her exams and (1) needs 

to do preliminary research to formulate a good dissertation prospectus, or (2) is at the beginning stage 

of dissertation research, is eligible. Preference will be given to students who are doing international 

research and need to travel abroad. In compelling cases, travel within the U.S. to consult archives or 

conduct research in particular communities will be considered.  

 

In the fall semester following their research, all fellows will be required to participate in a non-credit 

pro-seminar, in which they present the results of their research and report on the status of their 

dissertation.  

 

Applicants must submit a two-page (single-spaced) description of the research project, including travel 

plans, an itemized budget and a schedule for completion of the dissertation.
